Rock the Vote!

Your group has a major task ahead of them. In a week we will hold elections for the new leader of Rome. Using what you know about your candidate, rhetoric, and propaganda, your group will conduct a campaign for your assigned candidate. 

OUR CANDIDATE IS:____________________________________________

A good campaign – and you will conduct a good campaign – includes posters, a press release to announce your candidate and his ideals, a campaign speech, and a video commercial. Each person in the group will contribute to all of these, but one person will be ultimately responsible for each aspect. The following are the roles:

Poster Artist: This person should be creative and artistic. He/She will take the ideas from the group to create THREE posters that each uses a different propaganda technique. The posters will include a slogan and will represent the candidate accurately.

Press Secretary: This person should be a good writer. He/She will use ideas from the group to write a ONE PAGE press release that introduces the candidate and what the candidate stands for. Issues that should be addressed are the government’s role in citizens’ lives, education, health care, national security (war-type stuff), and anything else your candidate feels important. All of this should reflect what we know about your candidate from reading Julius Caesar.

OUR PRESS SECRETARY IS:________________________________________

Speech Writer: This person should be a good speaker. This person will take the group’s work with the speeches from the play and the issues talked about in the press release to write and perform a speech to persuade the citizens of Rome to vote for the candidate. The speech will address at least THREE of the issues. The speech should include 2 of the 3 rhetorical devices discussed in class and address the appropriate audience and purpose (persuading Roman citizens to vote for the candidate).
OUR SPEECH WRITER IS:__________________________________________
Ad Executive: This person should be good with technology and/or drama. With the group’s help, he/she will write a script for a commercial that uses both propaganda and rhetorical devices (3 total) to get the message out about the candidate’s stance on issues OR that attacks the other candidate. The group must decide which route the candidate would actually take based on the character in Julius Caesar. This person is in charge of filming/producing the 1-2 minute commercial to be shown to the citizens of Rome.
