Futurama’s episode about Fry’s dog, Seymour, implies that, despite wanting to keep old friendships especially from childhood, these relationships will change over time. However, there are new friends to be had and the feelings associated with old friendships will never go away
. When Fry first sees the fossilized version of his dog from the past, he is immediately reminded of the type of relationship he had with the dog itself. This is shown through the use of flashbacks where the viewer can witness Fry happily interacting with the dog. For example, the viewer can see Fry sharing a pizza with Seymour. 
Sharing food is often a sign of sharing a personal connection, much like the proverbial family dinner
. However, Fry no longer shares this relationship with Seymour because they have literally grown apart in different time periods. Fry sees the fossil as Seymour and yearns to experience the same companionship that they once had, but this is impossible now that they have had differing experiences. Fry realizes this after the professor discovers the dog lived for twelve years after Fry was frozen. Since the viewer sees both Fry and Seymour continuing to experience the same friendly love for each other – the former with his preparation for Seymour’s cloning and the latter through flashbacks - it is apparent that the friendship itself can never be taken away. However, Fry needed to learn that his different experiences have opened him up to new friendships with characters such as Bender.
